…here are a few thoughts about the Critical Thinking bullet points discussed in last week’s Assessment meeting. 

It seems to me that the points in this section emphasize a specific type or style of inquiry at the expense of others.  Although the scientific method is valid and important in many academic contexts, critical thinking involves a broader set of skills.  These may include the ability to analyze and identify presuppositions, separate opinions from facts, and understand the scope of the analytic tool being used in any given context.   A few of the bullets points in the Core Ability #1 seem like they could also apply to #2.
