Rationale:

	How does this proposal further the goals of the program or department? 

	The additon of this class will build upon the outreach efforts of the Puertas Abiertas Rites of Passage Program at Lane. This class will provide an opportunity for Latino high school students to have a year-long connection with Lane while learning leadership strategies in the context of Chicano/Latino experiences. This class will provide Lane students with an opportunity to have successful leadership experience on campus and in the community.

	What assessment evidence supports this proposal? 

	Puertas Abiertas students have requested a year-long experience with our summer rites of passage program. Historically the past 4 years, we’ve received 25 applications for the summer program. In 2007, we received 80 applications. This class is an attempt to serve students who are not able to participate in the summer.

	(New courses) How do you know there is a demand for this course? 

	In 2007, we received 80 applications for the 25 spaces available. Students have requested an opportunity to further their learning on Chicano/Latino Studies from a bilingual/bicultural framework during the academic school year.

	 This class will explore the concept of cultural heroes within the context of the Chicano/Latino experience. We will identify socio-historic processes that serve to highlight or diminish Chicano/Latino cultural heroes. Students will discuss and create strategies in which to celebrate and honor Chicano/Mexicano, Latino, Hispanic and Caribbean cultural heroes in school and community events. In addition, this class will explore the contributions and achievements of Chicano/Latinos in the Americas. We will survey the Chicano/Latino historical presence in the social, economic, political and cultural landscape of the United States and identify socio-historic processes that serve to highlight or diminish Chicano/Latino contributions and achievements. A theory of transformation model will be a guiding theme of the class as students will be challenged to create a leadership that will transform the condition of the Chicano/Latino community.
