Rationale:

	How does this proposal further the goals of the program or department? 

	The course will train students to create more effective, more efficient productions . All three performing arts programs will benefit from professionally trained technicians and designers. Students will leave Lane with knowledge, understanding and training in technical aspects of productions. A knowledge of stagecraft is important for every aspect of the Performing Arts. In acting, dancing, singing, production, directing or any number of related fields, a strong understanding of stagecraft and terminology is essential to a quality production. Training in technical production qualifies them for backstage jobs in theatres anywhere. If they are serious, they can work toward union qualifications, increasing further employment opportunities.

	What assessment evidence supports this proposal? 

	For the last three years, the technical production class has successfully trained an average of 18 students per term. Those students have gone on to greatly enhance music, dance and theatre productions. They have gone into the community with knowledge and experience to help make other productions safer and more efficient. More than 25 of those students have signed a petition requesting another class to further their education.

	A petition was initiated by the students asking for further training in technical production.
