Agenda Item:

How curriculum is offered online versus in traditional classroom setting:
Audrey Mills joined the committee for conversation about procedures for faculty to follow in developing hybrid and online courses, and passed a motion to make recommendations to OASA for your action. The conversation was prompted by questions from two faculty about online course procedures.

 

While the Curriculum Committee has approved the curricular content of all courses that are scheduled for online delivery, it has not previously had a role in monitoring quality of instruction in Lane's online or hybrid offerings. Lane's current working document of online and hybrid procedures includes a form for faculty self-assessment of online and hybrid courses, which requires a manager's signature. The committee believes it is also necessary to develop a faculty oversight body as delineated by NWCCU:
Standard 2.G.8: "Continuing education and/or special learning activities, programs, or courses offered for academic credit are approved in advance by the appropriate institutional body and monitored through established procedures." (Provisions of 2.G apply to Distance Learning as a special learning activity offered for credit.)

 

Policy 2.6, Requirement d.: "The institution's faculty assumes responsibility for and exercises oversight over distance education, ensuring both the rigor of programs and the quality of instruction." 
The Committee passed a motion to make the following recommendations to the Office of Academic and Student Affairs:

 

1. We urge you to post on COPPs the "Procedures and Scheduling for New Online Courses and Hybrid Courses," as soon as the latest revision is completed, to include faculty oversight by an "appropriate institutional body."

 

2. We urge training for all Instructional Managers on this procedure, so managers will convey accurate information about the procedure, the Quality Matters Rubric, and the College's expectation that faculty will strive to use best practices in the online instructional environment.

 

3. We urge that you appoint a Distance Education sub-committee of Curriculum Committee to review quality of instruction in new and existing online and hybrid courses, and that the sub-committee should include Lane's webmasters, Ken Murdoff, Michael Levick, Audrey Mills, Linda Loft, and other people as appropriate.
