NOTES ON ACTIVITIES 2009-10:

Faculty Development:  With more than 40 faculty attending the On Course workshop and more than 20 faculty developing integrated assignments, this has been a highly active year for faculty development (workshop was paid for by Title III grants; infusions paid for by LC). A major goal of the Faculty Development component of this year’s Title III work had to do with engaging more faculty in the conversation, and we have achieved that. There are dozens more faculty involved at various levels in the success and retention conversation than were a year ago. We still need more, but this was a successful first year of investment.  The 117 faculty now on the moodle site have all participated in at least one faculty development activity related to learning communities and first year experience.
For Fall 2010, 35 faculty across disciplines are signed up for the Fall 2010 Faculty Development workshop. http://lanecc.edu/lc/fresources/SeptemberWorkshop.htm This follows the 22 faculty from Fall 2009.

Tea and Topics proved to be useful forum for gathering faculty together and developing the conversation about student success and retention.  At least one learning community is coming out of a session and one faculty member was recruited to the Studio and Beyond.  We will offer 5 Tea and Topics in 2010-11.
FYE Moodle Site: The First Year Experience learning communities curriculum development moodle site continues to grow. We currently have 117 faculty members signed up to participate in it (all faculty who request membership are signed up). First Learning Communities News Newsletter published in January online (long version) and brief paper versions in faculty mailboxes. Helped to communicate events and learning comm. activities. http://lanecc.edu/lc/fresources/LearningCommunitiesNews.htm 
Reading Together project successfully relaunched with Kay Ryan as a subcommittee project of LCs. Plans continue for further integration of “freshman book” for Fall 2011.  Eileen Thompson did a great job in shepherding that project successfully and will continue as interim coordinator in 2010-11.

Administrative Support: Looking forward to having Roxanne Young join us in 2010-11 to support work in LCs.  She has been overburdened by catching up with backlog of work from FPD left by Jennifer Cook’s absence since June 2008.
Website http://lanecc.edu/lc/ significantly updated with lots of faculty resource pages and a separate webpage for each learning community with descriptions, course links, photos and a more student-friendly format. Post-it notes link directly to each learning community page for ease of student understanding and registration.

Registration Ease: Post-it notes institutionalized for all LCs (Margaret Kimble, Denise Baker and Ron Rourke led this work). A firm deadline was established for learning communities planning by departments.
Assessment: New assessment instrument for all learning communities developed/standardized.  All learning communities classes surveyed for registration ease, student satisfaction and learning in Fall, Winter and Spring Terms 2009-10.
